
 

2016 Four Counties 
The annual Four Counties Tournament was played on the 13th July on the 
beautiful Chiltern Forest Golf Club, which stands adjacent to the RAF Halton 
base. There were some fears about the potential for bad weather, as was 
evidenced by a violent hail storm, although this was fortunately whilst we were 
still enjoying lunch in the clubhouse. 
  
The course, although beautifully maintained and picturesque, in some places 
resembled and even matched some of the gradients being attempted by the 
riders in the Tour de France cycle race. Apart from a couple of sharp showers, 
the weather held off and some excellent scores on a very tricky course were 
eventually returned. 
  
The event is played as a 4BBB stableford event, with each of the four teams 
(Gloucestershire, Berkshire, Buckinghamshire and Oxfordshire) providing six 
competing pairs; the winning team is decided by adding the best five of the six 
team scores. 
  
The best pair with 44 points were Jim Ford and Trevor Stewart from 
Gloucestershire but the team scores provided very clear winners: 
 
1st Oxfordshire           205 points 
2nd Gloucestershire     196 points 
3rd Berkshire                185 points (C/B) 
4th Buckinghamshire    185 points 
  
It was unanimously agreed that the event had been organised and managed in 
the most efficient manner at a most welcoming and splendid venue.
